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Kum Khabariyah is the one which gives information about an inexplicit number. Its Tameez is Mufrad (singular) or Jama’(plural) Majroor (genitive) and it

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Kum Istifhaamiyah is the one with which a question is asked about an inexplicit number. Its Tameez is singular accusative. e.g.

How many books have you? (’uju:{ CJ/‘?'KJ&LJW? .SJ/J/.:C: Lﬂ.’.‘i V{
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He said, "How long have you remained?" The man said, "l have remained a day or part of a day.

Note: Sometimes its Tameez is dropped. -é’-t‘t?k)/fdlﬁf//}ffd/u/’:&j
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Eraab of Kum: In construction, sometimes Kum is accusative, sometimes genitive and sometimes nominative.
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When there is Herf Jer before Kum, the Tameez can both be genitive and accusative. e.g.
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How much did you buy the book for? Qu\-ag-“ D et /4-:5)) 4z 9 rg.-
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Note: Both Kum Khabariyah and Kum Istifhaamiyah occur in the beginning of the speech.
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Difference between Kum Khabariyah and Kum Istifhaamiyah:
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The Tameez of Kum Istifhaamiyah is always Mufrad Mansoob. The Tameez of Kum Khabariyah is Mufrad or Jama Majroor and Min Zaaidah can occur on its
Tameez for emphasis. How many books you have! The better way is # 2.
