throws out. A word is a unit of spoken or written language.
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Type of words.

All the words used in Quran are of three types:
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A noun is the name of a person, animal, place, thing or name of a quality (adjective).Noun describes the attributes (good or bad).
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(Transgressors of Allah) (pen) (Sun) (water)
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A verb denotes action in relation to past, present or future tense. It is that word by which we understand some work or action being done.
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(He hits/will hit) (He hit)
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The particle, preposition and conjunction are called hurf. It is a word which does not convey complete meaning when it stands alone. It gives complete

meaning to a sentence only when it is used with a verb or a noun. It is that word which is used with a noun or verb to complete the meaning of the sentence
.Its meaning will depend on the word with which it is used.
