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Types of Sentence
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Sentence is a group of words which make complete sense. In Arabic language there are two kinds of sentences.
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The verbal Sentence
The Nominal Sentence
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The one which begins with a verb is called verbal sentence. The one which begins with a noun is called nominal sentence.
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Parts of Nominal Sentence
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Allah is always merciful.
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Subject and Predicate’s Rules.

The noun with the nominal sentence begins is called (& ) subject.
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The other part which says something about it called (=) predicate. The predicate makes a statement about the subject. In order words the predicate is the part of a sentence

which expresses what is said about the subject. There are different types of predicate. Which will learn in the next lesson.
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Usually, the subject of a nominal sentence is definite noun. The predicate is usually indefinite.
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Both the subject and predicate are (¢ 53) marfu, that is, it will have one dumma or tanween(double ) dumma.
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Subject and Predicate most of the time agree in Gender (Masculine, Feminine) and in Number (singular, dual and plural).
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
