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There are 28 alphabets in Arabic language. Alif never has a vowel sign. It is always without a vowel sign so it also does not have a sound. When there is a vowel sign on Alif then
it is a Hamza. There is two types of Hamza.
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The meaning of the Jue3is (Joining, uniting, attaching) L’j}?‘th " ‘L-L}}A fy gy’
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Hamzatul Wasal: This hamza if it comes in the beginning then it is read, but if there is a word or hurf coming before it, then the Hamzatul Wasal is written in the form of an alif but
it is not read or pronounced. Sometimes, it may be dropped as well.
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(and all praise) (all praise)
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AL humdu: in this the Hamzatul Wasal comes in the beginning so it is pronounced with a fatha, but if a “wao” comes before it, then it becomes Walhumdu. Now the Hamzatul
Wasal is not read and the “wao” is joined to the “laam”.

Consider the following example:
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( for Allah) ( for teacher) (the teacher)
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In both examples, the Hamzatul Wasal has been dropped. It is neither written nor read. Hamzatul Wasal is denoted by the symbol" < "
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The meaning of ala is (cutting, discontinuing, and separating)"t/’/b—a‘gg"‘aré" fyg é‘-i;/
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This Hamza is always written and read, even if it has a word before it. It is never dropped. Hamzatul Qata’a is written as “s”
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There are three chairs for Hamzatul Qata’a. Sometimes it comes on top or under “alif”, sometimes it comes on top of “wao” or sometimes on
top of “ya”. Sometimes it comes on its own.
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
