Verb
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Fail laazim(intransitive verb) is the one which is complete with the doer of the action, the subject. The statement is complete.

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Transitive
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Fail mutaddi (Transitive verb) is one which requires both the doer of the action and a mansoob noun (an object) to complete the statement.

Object + Doer + Verb
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The Object
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Object is the accusative noun on which the action of the doer takes place.

Object can be a noun or a pronoun. ~%C¢ﬂ(ﬁj(’f/ﬁ’+t‘ﬂﬁwr/’fJﬁ/
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The pronoun which comes as an object is called Zameer Mansoob Muttasil. It comes attached to Fail (verb).
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There can be more than one object in one sentence. —wé ﬁJ‘;ﬁi‘/D)EjL—vgu:& “"g
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Sometime, in a verbal sentence after the verb, object come prior to subject.
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Both subject and object are always noun. _J?L!Z(’,»:‘Zég JJPWJ}’Jb
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The object is always accusative, whether it is a noun or a pronoun.
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A transitive verb can be recognized through some signs.—wug w;:“i L&%/dp:‘ d"l'()”
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Usually the word “ Nay ” is used in the Urdu translation of transitive verb.
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The other sign is that if two questions arise in our mind about a verb, “ what ? “ and “ whom ? “ and only the answers to these questions complete the sense,
then the verb is transitive.
