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The first part of the numbers has Tanwin, (Aerab-Bil-Harkat), and the second part, the numbers and Duel sigha has no Tanwin, Aerab-Bil-Harf..
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The number 23 to 29 are opposite from their Maedood with respect to Gender. If Maedood is Masculine then number will be Feminine and vice versa.
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The Maedood (Tameez) is singular and mansub.
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In a sentence when a number from 21 to 29 is used then according to the Grammer first part of that number can be Mubtada, Khabar, Naat and Faeyl and the
second part is Matoof since it is after “Waow” (Harf-e-Atif). Therefore the second part of the number will be same as the first part of the number in “Aeraab”
and “ Hukum”.
