In this lesson we learn the following:

1. In Arabit nouns are classified as (1) rational and (2) irrational. They are
also called intelligent and non-intelligent. Rational nouns are those that
refer to human beings. Angels, devils, and such beings are also included in
this class. Irrational nouns refer to things, animals and concepts.

In the singular there is no difference between these two groups. In plural,
however, there is a very important difference. Plural of rational nouns are
treated as plural, so plural words like “they” “these” are used to refer to
them. Plural of irrational nouns are treated as feminine singular, e.g.,
